OTHER

There is a bar at the start venue and any competing driver, navigator, or their marshal, is
recorded consuming any drink containing alcohol, will result in that crew will not be allowed
to start the event.

INSURANCE

For drivers taking advantage of the Bluefin Sport (previously Jelf) insurance scheme, the
standard premium is £20, including tax.

For drivers who have a Letter of Acceptance, the premium is shown on the letter. If you do
not comply with the eligibility criteria and do not have a Letter of Acceptance you will not be
allowed to start the event and will forfeit your entry fee.

All other drivers are required to supply the name and address of the vehicle’s insurers and
Insurance Agent — Motorsport UK General Regulations D.12.3.6 and R.5.1.2

VEHICLES

As this is one of the 1st Road Rallies of 2022, please ensure that your car complies with the
2022 Motorsport UK Blue Book regulations.
